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Total Improv Kids back with Halloween show!





After a sold out August performance, Total Improv Kids proudly returns with a full run of an original Halloween short form improv show featuring kids ages 8-20.





NORTH HOLLYWOOD – Back by popular demand, Total Improv Kids is gearing up for its FULL RUN short form improv show, Boo Us! Playing Saturdays from Oct. 1-29 at the Avery Schreiber Theatre in North Hollywood.





Boo Us! is run completely by kids (and young adults) from the moment the lights go down to the moment they come up. Taking audience suggestions, the actors will perform a series of Halloween-related improv games in a show that company founder Linda Fulton swears can go toe-to-toe with any adult improv troupe performance.





“It still amazes me even today what these kids are capable of in terms of not just improv but putting together a show of their own,” said Fulton, who launched Total Improv Kids in 1999. “We have some amazing performers, including some that performed with us when we took Total Improv Kids Off-Broadway for a highly successful run a few years ago. Mixed with the freshness and energy of some new performers, this is going to be one of our best shows ever.”





Boo Us! is the first Total Improv Kids full run in years, running for five consecutive weeks. It’s also unique in that the show will feature most of her students, with even some of the less experienced participating alongside her veterans. The concept of the show came from an incredibly successful August one-day-only performance called Whatever You Want at the legendary HaHa Comedy Club in North Hollywood.





Fulton has been expanding her business over the past year, and now offers more classes in both North Hollywood and now the Long Beach area as well as work-shopping opportunities at schools all over Los Angeles. She has also been working closely with her performers to make sure they were ready for another production.





“I simply won’t put up a show until I know we’re ready,” Fulton said. “We expect excellence from our kid performers and we make sure they’re up to the job. They never fail to deliver come show time. But we also look beyond just the one show. We go into the production with the hopes and plans to expand and even take the show on the road if the opportunity presents itself.”





With Boo Us!, Fulton and her students are excited about the challenges of a longer run and performing a different show each Saturday! They’re even exploring an opportunity to take Total Improv Kids to Sacramento. There is also the possibility of a return to New York with what Fulton calls one of her strongest casts ever.
